EVICTIONS- Unlawful Occupiers under PIE Act 19 of 1998
· Rights to emergency temporary housing of occupiers who are not South African citizens or not lawfully entitled to reside in South Africa
· Categories of foreigners entitled to reside or sojourn in the country determined by Immigration Act 13 of 2002 and Refugee Act 130 of 1998
· However special protection of children and disabled persons who are illegal foreigners

· Reconciling status of an illegal foreigner with right to continued indefinite accommodation by affording a reasonable time to regularise status failing which the City may apply to court on notice for an order declaring that such person not entitled to continue receiving  temporary accommodation.
